
   No one is accidentally going to heaven. 
And salvation is not free. The sin debt Jesus 
paid is the free gift. But if you want to live 
forever with Him in paradise, you are going 
to have to live in obedience to the faith 
which was once delivered unto the saints. 
Jude 1:3 “Beloved, when I gave all diligence 
to write unto you of the common salvation, 
it was needful for me to write unto you, and 
exhort you that ye should earnestly contend 
for THE faith which was once delivered unto 
the saints.” Death bed conversions are 
reserved by God for those that He knew 
wouldn’t be obedient in this life had they 
had found Him prior to their death bed 
conversions.

He came back about 2 weeks 
later to thank me for praying 
and told me God reversed 
her downward spiral and she 
was on track to leave the 
hospital! What a Mighty God 
we serve! The time is short 
for those of us who claim to 
be Christians to make sure 
we are right with God. 
Remember the Lord taught 
us that His coming would be 
as a thief in the night and He 
was talking to His people 
when He said it. In another 
place, He warned us we 
know not the day or the 
hour. In yet another place, 
He warned us that our time 
was alway ready. Repent, 
Jesus is coming!
